respective organizations through the establishment of
international cooperation have agreed as follows:
This is a framework MOU which contains the basic
principles and terms of cooperation. The provisions of
the present MOU will not contradict the national
legislation of the states of the Parties.

Clause 1

The Parties agree to establish and develop cooperation
in educational field, scientific research, joint education
programs, projects and research, specislization and
professional development/training of staff, exchange
of scientists and teachers for conducting the
educational activities.

Clause 2
The cooperation between the Parties to be
implemented as follows:

2.1. Joint expert-analytical and consulting activities,
academic support of projects in science, education and
research.

2.8. Conducting joint scientific and practical
research activities (symposia, seminars, exhibitions
and conferences).

2.9. Exchange of students, academicians and
administration staff for studies, scientific internships,
advanced training;

2.10. Cooperation in other academic areas which
are not beyond the scope of this MOU.

2.11. The present MOU does not impose the
Parties into any financial liabilities.

Clause 3

Both Parties agree that all activities specified in Clause
2 of the present MOU are to be implemented on the
basis of specific contracts, 10 be concluded by Parties
on each joint project and detailed work plans and
research programs which shall include specific
information on planned joint activities, organizational
forms, implementation requirements based on
individual agreements and educational contracts.

Clause 4

Both Parties regard the present MOU as a declaration
of intentions, which entails no legal and financial
liabilities on joint activities of the Parties. The Parties
agree that all practical  questions related to
organization of specific activities based on Clause 1
and Clause 2 of the present MOU will be separately
negotiated and agreed between the authorized

The partners respect
the principles of mutual interaction and equality.

Clause 5
Data items or information that are considered
confidential by the law of the “Parties” should be
identified as such and should not be communicated to
any other person or entity by the other Party without
prior written permission. This provision shall survive
the expiration or termination of this MOU.
In any case neither of the “Parties™ nor its personnel
shall disclose or use information or documents
communicated to them or brought to their attention in
the framework of this MOU for any purpose other than
those set out in the same MOU.

Clause 6

The present MOU, contracts, work plans and
programmes may be modified and supplemented by
mutual agreement of the Parties. All the amendments,
supplements and annexes to the present MOU forms
the integral part of this MOU and has legal force
subject to that it has been done in written form and
signed by authorized representatives of the Parties.

Clause 7

The present MOU enforced from the date of signing
by the both Parties and valid for the period of 3 (three)
years.

The validity of the present MOU extends
automatically. The present MOU may be terminated
by either Party at any time provided that, the Party
gives written notice not Jess than 6 months prior to the
termination.

Termination of the present MOU does not affect the
status of any trainee accepted by the Receiving Party
in the frameworks of exchange program: all
obligations of Parties in relation to any trainee remain
valid for the entire duration of pending training,
regardless of termination of the present MOU.,
